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Positive Outlook for
Future Growth 
For ACPA/SW the second half of 2007 will end with a ‘bang’ not a ‘whimper’.
Certainly one of the ‘bangs’ is the selection of ACPA/SW’s new Executive Director,
Craig Hennings.  Welcome aboard, Craig.

Another resounding boom is the completion of 2007-08 State Budget for
California that was contentious and long overdue. The second half of 2007 also
includes addressing pavement assessments and pavement strategies under the
interim direction of Gene Mallette, Caltrans.  And the latter part of the year brings
two outstanding Nevada statewide conferences about concrete pavement, con-
crete structures, and transportation funding and project challenges and solutions.
These back-to-back events are the Nevada Infrastructure Concrete Conferences in
Reno and Las Vegas. (See program specifics in this newsletter)

A further highlight was meeting with New Mexico Department of Transportation
through the willingness of Secretary of NM-DOT, Rhonda Faught.  Among Secretary
Faught’s transportation challenges are that New Mexico has become a “drive-
through” state because of the increase in goods truck traffic nationally and inter-
nationally.    Secretary Faught is grappling with solutions on how to improve New
Mexico’s Interstate system, to protect and to secure it for the future growth of
trucks throughout the Southwest Region, Mexico, and the Nation. Meanwhile,
Secretary Faught has requested more information about white topping.
Fortunately, we have Leif Wathne from ACPA to assist her.  

The latter period of 2007 produced a number of positive transportation funding
steps by the California Transportation Commission (CTC).  The CTC began allocat-
ing funds for the 1B Bond Program, specifically the Corridor Management
Improvement Account (CMIA).  CTC allocations take projects forward to construc-
tion.  These allocations are good news.   The more somber news is that the
California Dept. of Finance continues to be in the throes of selling bonds:  one
step forward; a delay step back.

In September Secretary Dale Bonner, California Business, Transportation and
Housing Secretary made a report to the CTC regarding the Trade Corridor
Improvement Fund (TCIF) process.  The enabling bond legislation indicates that
the TCIF funds (another Prop. 1B decision) includes that the funds are to be avail-
able in the Governor’s Budget.  Such a Budget, of course, must be passed by the
Legislature.  Secretary Bonner has held and is holding a series of stakeholder
meetings around the State, and will report to the CTC about TCIF projects and pro-
grams in the next few weeks.  The CTC is then to put the final touches on the
TCIF and be complete with this task by December 31, 2007. The TCIF is worth $2
billion in mitigation and projects.  Will California’s greatest trade corridors and
most needy surface transportation projects and programs be recognized?  We are
planning on it. 

California begins the second year of its regular, two-year legislative cycle January,
2008. A substantial list of bills is being held from this year to next.  Some of
those bills are meant to further clarify the new bond program.  Nevada’s
Legislature will be called into regular session February 2, 2009.  Yes, 2009!   New

Mexico will convene in the Santa Fe state house beginning January 15, 2008.  As
we enter these new cycles, ACPA/SW has planned an educational and technical
program for public agency and private industry members.  We are looking at 100-
year pavement, white topping demonstrations, highest quality standards for con-
tractors, just-in-time training and numerous seminars and conferences in the
three western states.  Plan to participate with us.

Slipform Paving

Guntert & Zimmerman (G&Z) of Ripon California has a well-deserved
reputation in the construction industry for providing solid products,
state-of-the-art equipment features, and innovative engineering.  

Most slipform pavers today use the same principles pioneered by G&Z in
1956.  Back then the crawler track mounted concrete slipform pavers for
highway and airfield paving were the first in the world with both automat-
ic elevation and steering control.  

G&Z’s origins date to 1942 when the company was a ship builder contract-
ing with the Navy and Army for World War II vessels. Immediately after the
war, G&Z turned to the design and fabrication of canal construction machin-
ery manufacturing their first set of canal machines in 1946. These massive
canal machines included a slipform paver not only supported on rails but
taking its elevation and steering control from these rails. 

HISTORIC PAVERS

The first slipform paver was manufactured for A. Teichert & Son, Inc.,
Sacramento, California, U.S.A., as a canal slope and bottom paving machine,
and during the LA River Channel Project, the machine was retrofitted with
crawler tracks. This G&Z slipform paved in the channel bottom at widths up
to 60' (18.28m) in a single pass.  G&Z’s first highway slipform paver evolved
from a rail mounted canal paver. While working this project, Teichert and
G&Z demonstrated this new technology in a highway concrete paving simu-
lation at 24' (7.31m) wide for the California Department of Transportation
(now CalTrans). The highway department brought a new prototype device to
this project to measure smoothness - The California Profilograph. 

The only other slipform paver on the market during this time was the crawler
track mounted REX slipform paver, but the REX did not have automatic line
and grade control. G&Z’s significant contribution to concrete road and air-
field building became the backbone for large slipform pavers. 

WORLDWIDE ACCOMPLISHMENTS 

G&Z and contractors around the world have worked together creating many
“firsts” for the slipform paving industry. Among these many accomplish-
ments are:
• First two lane wide concrete slipform paver mounted on crawler tracks

with automatic line and grade control - 1956 
• First two lane wide fine grader mounted on crawler tracks with automat-

ic line and grade control - 1961 
• First slipform paver to place concrete pavement at 50' (15m) wide and a

thickness of 21" (50cm) at Dallas/Ft. Worth Airport, Texas - 1972 
• G&Z’s Belgium licensee, S.G.M.E.-Moser, introduced the first successful

two-track paver mounted Dowel Bar Inserter - 1979 
• G&Z introduced the first successful Dowel Bar Inserter in the USA - 1987 
• Designed and manufactured the first high production placer/spreader

which could be transported in a single load, with belt relocation accom-
plished in under two hours - 2004 

For over fifty years, G&Z has been the “True Pioneer” in designing state-of-
the-art concrete paving equipment in cooperation with and to meet the
needs of contractors worldwide.

Creating Value
We are in an industry that ensures the movement of people and goods in California and
Nevada. If you look around, you wonder what those contractors did before you arrived on
the scene. 

The fact is that the contractors that preceded us built what you see today with the engi-
neering knowledge, labor, equipment, and materials of their time and for the population
of their time.

ACPA then and now looks to the future. We are currently designing concrete pavements to
last 100 years. You, or your firm, will be building these pavements. As a member of ACPA
you are contributing to this innovative process both with your time and money. If you are
not a member of ACPA you are getting the benefits of the resources of others.

It is not news that the states of California and Nevada are growing well over the nation-
al rate of growth. That is one of the major reasons for the need to maintain the infrastruc-
ture and to build it to be durable. Concrete pavement is the most durable pavement known
to man. 

The days of not using concrete for pavement because it is too expensive are gone forever.
ACPA has relied for years on Life Cycle Costing as a way to persuade decision makers to
specify concrete pavement.  For example, consider that Californians passed a $20 billion
bond measure in 2006, for infrastructure improvements. To build pavements that will not
last as long as the bond repayment is not using good judgment.
